Assignments and Assessments for this Class:

This year, we will be using Google Docs and Google Classroom for many assignments. While we will still be utilizing
notebooks for note taking, drafting, and brainstorming. Depending on Covid-19 Safety protocols, notebook assignments
may still be collected digitally for grading via Google Docs.

Reading Notebook and Writing Notebook tasks are regular assignments in this class. It is your responsibility
to keep up to date with the assignments. Your grade for these assignments will be based on the following:

0 All tasks should be completed. If you miss an entry because you are absent, make sure to ask me what
you missed before class, after class, via email, or during extra help and complete the assignment!

0 Make sure you fulfill the length requirements.

0 Stay on topic.

0 Your responses should be well thought out and developed. For reading assignments, you should be
engaging with the reading, thinking about what is happening in the text, and asking questions. For
writing assignments, you should continually be striving to improve your writing in the genre being
studied by trying new techniques and expanding upon your writing.

0 Note: When working in your reading and writing notebooks, it is YOUR responsibility to
remember to bring your notebook to and from class when you have an assignment. Keep your
notebooks in a safe place when bringing them back and forth from home. YOU ARE STILL
RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL OF THE ASSIGNMENTS IF YOU LOSE YOUR NOTEBOOKS OR
GOOGLE DOCS.

Do Now’s will be posted at the beginning of class. They may be a question to respond to, a reading assignment,
or another task. It is your responsibility to complete the task posted at the beginning of the period.

For each unit that we study, you will have a variety of assignments. You can expect to have tests, writing
assignments, projects, and quizzes during each unit of study.

If you are absent on the day of a test, a quiz, or an in-class writing assignment, it is your responsibility to meet
with me before or after class to schedule a time to make-up the work.

Essays, projects, and writing assignments should be handed in on time. If you are absent the day an
assignment is due, you must submit the assignment on the day you return to class. Failure to turn in an
assignment on time will result in one or more of the following repercussions: a call/email home, a working
detention during my extra help hours, and/or loss of points on the assignment.

Collected homework/class work that is not turned in will receive a zero until received. Late work will be accepted
within a reasonable window of time.

Failure to complete class work will result in a mandatory extra help.

Retaking Assessments for this Class:

You will only be able to complete a retake on tests or quizzes. Long term assignments that are completed in class
over the course of multiple periods and receive feedback from the teacher and peers prior to submission, such as
projects and writing assignments, are not applicable for retakes.

Quizzes that address skills that will be re-assessed at a later time in the unit (for example, on the Unit Test) are not
applicable for retakes.



Applicable assessments (tests/quizzes) may be retaken in order to prove that you have learned the material. The
following MUST occur in order to retake an assessment:
o You must speak with the teacher within one (1) week of receiving the assessment to set up a retake.
o The teacher will determine the window for the retake. No retakes will be allowed past the set window.
o You must attend extra help or demonstrate evidence of studying and reviewing the material before you
can retake an assessment.

The above are the minimum requirements to retake an assessment. You may be required to complete other steps
before being allowed to retake an assessment.
